Increased short term risk of 2 per 100 patients who will either attempt suicide or exhibit suicidality versus  the potentially decreased long-term risk of suicidal thoughts & behavior due to depression.

Look for somatic subjective dysphoria, changes in attention, changes in impulsivity.





Distinguish between suicidal  ideation and attempts that were the subject of the trials analyses and actual suicide or serial suicide attempts encountered in practice.





Rates of suicidal ideation and attempts in a normal adolescent population:  CDC 2003 National Youth Risk Behavior Survey 16.9% of “Normal” adolescents grades 9-12 has seriously considered attempting suicide and 8.5% attempted suicide in the past 12 months.  These #s are in sharp contrast the  ER after actual suicide attempts.

In Sweden, no evidence of association between suicide and SSRI’s in kids & adolescents.  In fact, there seems a decreased  risk among general population. 95% of suicides are investigated including forensic toxicology.  Between 1992 & 2000, there were 52 suicides among kids up to 15.  Of thesem seven were taking antidepressants-NONE of them SSRI’s.  Of the 356 suicides 15-19 in same time period, 13 had been taking an antidepressant but only 6 of those had been taking an SSRI.
